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Dear Grade Seven 

Welcome to your final year in the Prep School.  

In this important year, we will implement a programme that will acknowledge your maturing status within the Prep school, by involving you to a greater degree in school affairs.  The entire class will attend a life skills/leadership camp at a venue which is still to be announced, for the first week of school 2011.  The purpose of this camp is to mould the class together and introduce the Grade 7’s to the rationale behind the Grade 7 Servant Leaders Programme and process of promotion within the programme.  All children are expected to attend the camp and the final arrangements will be sent to your parents early in the year.

You will be taught by a number of teachers in various subject areas and will be expected to be more self-reliant in terms of homework and the completion of assignments.  You should set aside about 90 minutes each day for reading and homework.  This means that you need to manage your time carefully, as you will also have to include time for project work.  Daily work must be given priority, with assignments and long-term projects fitted around this.  Try to avoid sudden rushes. 

There are a number of projects / assignments to be completed throughout the year.  Some, which you will complete on your own, are practical in nature.  You will be given a homework timetable as a rough guide, and your homework books will still be randomly checked.  

You write internal entrance exams in the middle of the year.  This will determine whether you may gain entry into the College.  Assessment is done on a continuous basis and will include assignments, tests and class work.  An Assessment Week at the end of the year will contribute to your promotion at the end of your Grade 7 year.  A study course is planned later in the year as part of the Lifeskills programme.

In Grade Seven you will undertake a major field study to the Kwazulu Natal Coast for the first week of the fourth term.
